Kostenko N. D. Semantic Changes of Language Units as a Mechanism of Semantic Field LEARNING Development. The
article is devoted to revealing the existing semantic changes of innovative units of the semantic field LEARNING. The most
actual semantic mechanisms with regard to the newly language material are defined.

Therefore the notions of semantic derivation as well as metaphor and metonymy are specified. Semantic transformation process is
done due to the content change of the existing words and rethinking of their semantics, as a result new nominations are formed that
are correlated with other reality fragments. The well-known classification of semantic derivation types ranges innovations according
to meaning widening and narrowing as well as other various semantic changes. The majority of semantic changes belong to either
metaphoric or metonymic ones. Metaphor is a mechanism due to which one lexical unit denoting a specific object, phenomenon or a
process is used to denote another object that have some kind of similarity in meaning.

The newly created lexical units ranging with regard to a definite correlate allows defining two main sphere-sources from where
borrowing new attributive features is done. These sources are “the sphere of a human being” and “the sphere of nature” moreover
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they have their own thematic groups such as “tools and mechanisms”, “household things”, “new technologies”, “social activities”,
“food”. Metonymy is a semantic change in which something is called by a new name that is related in meaning to the original thing
or concept. During the metonymic process rethinking is done quite subjectively as this process can be of incidental nature. Any kind
of connection allows to transfer the nominations but the most recurrent ones are “a part of a body - a human being” and “material -
object”. Antonomasia as a type of semantic change helps to coin new semantic units with regard to the proper names shift of
meaning. Antonomasia is not a powerful tool for new semantic units creating. Therefore only 5% of the units were coined due to it.

Kravchenko N. H. Synergetic Aspect of the Study of Inner Speech (on the Basis of the German-language Art Discourse).
Modern linguistics is characterized by an interdisciplinary approach to the study of speech phenomena, so the synergetic paradigm
with transdisciplinary component is tangent to studying the models of communicative activity, methods and types of speech behavior
of the subject in the domain of the integral system, which is the language. According to the synergetic paradigm, attractors and
repellers - concepts that make opponents of each other, organize the discourse. The essence of attractor is characterized by
equilibrium, and a repeller’s one is destabilized. There is a process of competitive interaction between the contents of attractor and
repeller while creating a discourse. As a result, attractor and repeller acquire the opposite directions. Thus, polarization is provoked,
in which the most significant parameters of attractor and repeller are identified. Those are the main factors of self-organization while
forming artistic discourse.

In this sense the inner speech at the level of artistic discourse, which is represented by contamination of author’s and character’s
activities, is actualized. At the same time, the basis for inner speech is linguocultural and linguopsychological codes, represented at
the level of artistic discourse by inner monologue, inner monologue-dialogue, quasi-direct speech of the subject of speech. An
implicit component of the thinking process, which reflects the polyphony of the emotional experiences of the character, is the
attractor, reproduced in the addressee’s inner speech by an individual morphological, phonetic, lexical, syntactic structure. According
to the synergetic concept, the genre and literary direction reflect the content of repeller. Therefore, the competition between attractor
and repeller, as a result of the order parameter, allows the author to reach a compromise between the requirements of repeller and the
aspirations of attractor. The author is able to implement his artistic intentions in a holistic manner, as well as present the author's
model with individual personified characteristics.
